These services enable people to discover and utilize resources to build strong families, create a safe, supportive community and realize their individual potential.
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· Brief History

· Established in 1990 – in response to increased refugee resettlement in Louisville

· Originally housed in 4 units of the former Americana Apartments (now Kingston Park)
· Current location (the former Holy Rosary Academy) was purchased in Sept. 2002

· Population Served
· Refugees, immigrants, and U.S. born residents
· No geographic limitation 
· Program participants represent 75 countries, over 45 native languages
· Located in South Louisville – largest concentration of varied ethnic groups in the Metro area – 52% of the surrounding neighborhood is foreign-born (American Community Survey 2005-2009 census data)
· Refugee families come from war torn countries around the world – forced to flee their homes and everything familiar to them

· 27.8% percent of families are living below the poverty level in the surrounding neighborhood, compared to US average of 9.2% (2000 census data)

· Programs Offered:  ACC serves as a resource to the community – offering a variety of programs to adults, youth, and families to support their education and integration to their new home
· Youth Programs
· After-School Program (serves grades 1-12)

· 403 youth served in 2009-10
· Average of 90-100 children attend daily
· 90% enrolled are children of refugees or immigrants

· Kids Café 4 nights per week 

· Academic Programs:  Homework Help; JCPS ESL (K-6); Every1Reads; tutoring
